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CAREERS ADVICE 
IN THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF ALICANTE
“Careers Advice” is part of the official syllabus of the European Schools, and is organised for all pupils in the secondary school.

Why?
· To inform and advise pupils (and their parents) about the different choices and options offered in the secondary school.

· To inform pupils about further education and working life. To help them develop a plan for their educational and professional future.

Who?

A team of careers advice teachers, at least one for each language section.

How?
A
By the careers advice teachers

1. General advice:

· To inform, explain and advise about the choices to be made in the 2nd, 3rd and 4th years of the secondary school. This is done both on an individual and a group basis.

· To help with the preparation of applications for further education.

· To give advice and help with finding alternatives if a pupil needs to leave the school or a reorientation in his studies.

2. Advice in the 5th year
· 16 periods devoted to preparing the choice of subjects and options, taking into account the consequences for future studies and careers.

· An information meeting for parents of pupils in the 5th year.

· Different aptitude, interest and preference tests run and analysed by the school psychologist

· Individual meetings with pupils and their parents.

3. Advice in the 6th and 7th years
· The syllabus allows for 16 periods during the two years, to prepare, give information and develop awareness of pupils in the 6th and 7th years. (Bacc., further education, methods of study…)

· Individual meetings with pupils and their parents.

· Organisation of a university fair in the school

· Visits to universities

By External Advisers

The European School regulations prescribe that member states should send specialist external advisers to the schools in order to complement the work of the careers advice teachers. As a result of this, we receive regular visits from advisers from different countries.
